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CAMPSIE’S DEAD HEROES.

UNVEILING OF WAR MEMORIAL.
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‘A record concourse of people thronged the
Main Street of Lennoxtown on Sabbath after-
moon,, when the Campsie Parish War
Memorial there was unveiied by General Sir
Charles  Munro, Bart, 5.C.B., GS.I,
: AD.C. to the King. The
imemorial is the crowning result of three years'
effort, and in its conception is an admirable
one. | It is a finely sculptured archway over
the entrance to the Parish Church and the
parish cemetery.  Flanking the main arch-
way on the weést is a smaller gateway for
pedestrians.  The ercction is of white sand
<tone, by Messrs, Thaw & Campbell, Glasgow,
ithe architects being Messrs, Paterson & Stod-
dart, Glasgow.  Extending across the upper
stonework of the arch is the inscription :—
“This is the memorial to the honoured dead
from Campsie parish who fell in the Great
War, 19141918, while the columns on either
Is with the names of the
fallen, 121 The representative com-
mittee which had the work in charge had as
its convener Mr. Kincaid Lennox, and, in his
absence abroad, Sir George Gtirling, Bart.,
while the secretarial work was discharged by
Mr. John I1. Wylie

‘The weather conditions on Sabbath afternoon
were altogether auspicious, and visitors flocked
into Lennoxtown from far and near. The
‘bus service, largely augmented, did a big
business, and while hundreds went over from
Kirkintilloch, large 1umbers travelled out from
the city. ~ Milton, Torrance, and Haughhead
were all represented in the gathering. A
portion of the.street in front of the memorial
was reserved for the immediate relatives of the
deceased soldiers, and those having some part
in the ceremony, the through traffic for the
time being diverted by way of the goods
station yard and Station Road. So dense was
the crowd that many did not get within hear-
ing distance, but there were some of a venture-
some disposition who scaled to the roof of the
Co-opeiative Society's shop and the adjoining
bakery, and securéd a most commanding view.
An augmented police staff, under the direction
of Sergt. Turpie, regulated the crowd and the
traffic. The memorial was draped in the
Tnion Jack, and inside the archway was
drawn up a combined choir from the Parish
Church, the U.F. Church, and Milton Church,
under the conductorship of Mr, Russell,
organist in the U.F. Church.  The ex-Service
men of the parish, with a deputation from
Kirkintilloch, paraded at the Drill Ifall, where
a procession was formed, headed by the Pipers
of the 7th A. & S.H. from Stirling Castle.
‘The Boy Scouts and Girl Guides also took
part, and_on arrival were marched through
the archway and were drawn up abdut 30
vards beyond the entramce. When the ex-
Service men arrived they were drawn up in
double filo in front of the spectators, where
they were reviewed by General Munto. They
were under the command of Colonel Murray,
of Finglen, and he, together with Colonel Sir
George Stirling, accompanied General ~Musro
im his inspection. The General shook hands
with each man, and at many of them inquired
as to their regiment and service.

The inspection over, the men marohed to a
teserved position behind the sitting accommo-
dation, and then

Mr. Kincaid-Lennox proceeded to introduce
General Sir Chas. Munro. He said he ha
had a very important part of the ceremony
allotted to” him, and he considered it a very

great Tonour.  Their war memerial was to
be unveiled by General Sir @barles Munro,
who had very kindly come to perform that

duty. Sir Charles Munro went out to France
in command of the 2nd Division in  August,
1914. He commanded the 1st Army Corps in
December, 1914, and the 3rd ArmyCorps in
July, 1913.  He then went out to Gallipoli to

carry out the evacuation there in October,
wis. He commanded the 1st Army in
France in February, 1916, till he was ap-

pointed to the command.in-chief in India in
October, 1916. He thought they must all fecl
very grateful that this very distinguished
soldier had come there that afternoon to unveil
their memorial.

He said it could not fail to
be a source of pride to a person in his posi
tion ta have been selected to discharge such an
honourable duty as that which he had been
sked to perform that day—in fact, to take
any part in paying one's meed of Tespect to
those who fell in the war, to whom they owed
so much, and to whose valour and couragé in
battle it was due that they were not now per-
haps performing tasks of servitude at the
hands of a conquering enemy.  They
now, if they looked back to the period of
August, 19149—they could better appreciate now
than they did then what were the effects on a
strong-minded and fair-minded nation like the
Scotch, with strong and powerful emotions,
that_were_ created by actions which they re-
garded as interfering with those principles. It
Was because their enemies performed acts that
offended the principles of the Scottish race—
the principles of fair-mindedness, of honour,
and of justice—it was in a large measure thesc

actions which made all the young men, and
the older men, too, of the parish of Campsie
such immense

come forward voluntarily in
numbers when the Empire accepted the chal-
Jence and sent forth its eall to the men of the
Empire. When they looked back, and thought
over it, what a fine record it was. Over 1200
men of their -parish came forward.

gave up their calling, they —renounced
ambitions, they left their homes, and were
prepared to give up their lives—and in many
instances did so—in_defence of what they re-
garded was right. _The men of Campsie came
forward and took their place in their historic
Highland regiments. They filled mp places in
those splendid Divisions, the oth, the 15th, and
the 51st Territorial Division. They served in
the air; they served at sea. In fact, wherever
the call of duty came they were to be found.
Many of them met their fate. There were
nearly 130 of them, and it was to their memory
this memorial was being unveiled. ~These men
lay in their solitary graves in many parts of
the globe. Their places had been vacant now
for many a long day in their homes and regi-
wments, but their memories—their memories lay
enshrined in the hearts of those who re-
mained  And so long as their language was
used as the vehicle of conversation, so long
would their brave deeds, their sacrifice, and
devotion to duty remain in their memories.
It was often said thay memorials wero not
needed to those who had done so much as they
did; and there was a certain truth in that.
They who did so much for the Empire and
for their country undoubtedly had in a great
measure consecrated and dedicated their lives,
but still they had to remember that in addition
it was well to bring before those who were
coming after them especially, and place before
them high ideals. All men in life needed
ideals, and they needed to be high ones. They
actéd as torches to them in their journey

Paterson, they had one that would serve to re-
mind them of those who did so much for them,
and it might help them at times on their
journey through life. As they passed to and
fro in that busy throoughfare it might tend to
remind them, and to make them think of the
message which unquestionably those who had
gone would like to convey to them. Perhaps
the bulk of them, at some time or other, would
like to know what that message would be.
Perhaps they would bear with him as he read
to them the words uttered at the end of the
American Civil War by the great American,
President Lincoln. In addressing a very
large meeting in America just when the war
was stopping, he gave expression to what he
thought should be the conduct of the people,
in these words :—'* With malice towards none,
with charitv for all, with firmness in the right

as God gives us to see it, let us strive to
finish the work we are in—to bind up the
wounds, to care for the widows and orphans,

and do all which may achieve and cherish a
lasting peace amongst oursclves and with all
nations.’ These words were uttered with
confidence and trust by President Lincoln, and
they, knowing what noble work was achicved
during the war, could feel that the heart of
the pation was sound and good, and could
with equal confidence look forward to a time
brighter than the present, with less suffering
and want, and before e concluded, he thought
it would be their wish that he should express
1o those who syffered very severely during the
war their very respectful condolence, and say
that they fely very decply with them, and that

The General then pulled a cord, and the
drapings feM from the face of the memorial,
whiile the Pipers played the salute, ** Lochleven
Castle.”

The memorial was then dedicated by Rev.
Mr. Finlayson, in the words :—Te the glory of
God, and for a perpetual memorial to the brave
men from this parish who laid down their lives
for King and Country, and fhe freedom of the
world, this archway is dedicated, in the name
of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost.
They were lovelv and pleasant in their lives,
and’in death they wére not divided Greater
love hath no man than this that a man lay
down his life for his friends. My. Finlayson
then proceeded with the prayer of dedication.
