Leon Volterra, director of the Theatre dc
Paris, recently presented at that house the
Dempsey-Carpentier fight film, having ac-
quired rights from the Western Import.

Van Goitsenhoven, of Brussels, on the
contention that he had exclusive rights of
the film, applied to the Paris Courts for an
injunction to stop the projection. Counsel
for Wéstern Import proved that the English
company had acquired the rights from M.
Quimsby, while the lawyer representing
petitioner declared that exclusive rights ha.l
been .bought by Van Goietsenhoven in a
similar way.

M. Volterra’s counsel said that his client
held a contract in good form, and he had
verfect liberty to show the film at the

heatre de Paris, whereupon the Judge
refused to grant the injunction, and invited
the two parties to come to some arrange-
ment as to the ownership of the disputed
French rights.

The reel has since been withdrawn from
the Theatre de Paris, and it is now adver-
tised at a number of local kinema halls as
being controlled by Van Goitsenhoven.

Native Kinemas,

The Bloemfontein Town Council recently
discussed whether a kinema which is to be
built in the town should be controlled by
the natives through the Bloemfontein Bios-
copes Co. or run by the Council. In the
end the city fathers won.

A Native Affairs Committee brought *the
matter up, and suggested that the Council
should provide buildings, screen, operator's
box, and seating accommodation; that tl.e
ioscopes Co. provide the rest, and that
he net profits be equally divided between
the Co. and the Council-

There was great opposition to the mono-
poly being given to the company to explofu
the natives, and the question of censorshin
was another difficulty. In the town of
Parys the local Amusement Committee runs
a theatre which pays them handsomely,
£3,000 profit, having been made and spent
in beautifying the town.

Bloemfontein has decided to do likewise.
Jt was felt that unless the bioscope was
under strict su{)ervision the natives might
become demoralised by the films, and lead
to a Black Peril, such as is alleged to have
happened in Johannesburg.
